	ICE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

	· Working on entering practices and games for rep teams.
· U10A, U15A, U8MD, U9T1 still have not sent in their tournaments.  We need this information prior to scheduling games.
· Spoke with City regarding off season ice rental.  If teams purchase ice on their own, they have to pay the City insurance.  If ice is booked through the SHA Ice Scheduler insurance is included. There is no discount on off season ice costs.

· Ice Scheduler has drafted a template. 

· The City has not confirmed what the offset with be for Clearwater Red and Blue and PASA 1 and 2.  It may be 15 minutes but needs to be confirmed.


	SILVER STICK DIRECTOR
	· Registration is full.
· High Performance officiating will occur at Silver Stick.  They want to develop that program and use Silver Stick as they are high performance teams.

· Utilizing Clearwater and PASA arenas for Silver Stick but may need Pat Stapleton Arena due to Sting games at PASA.  Point Edward may also be an option.

· We will use the Sting game for opening ceremonies in December.

· In January – plan is to use 4 pads and Pat Stapleton arenas.  


	NEW BUSINESS
	STING MEETING UPDATE:

· Sarnia Sting will issue unique codes for flex passes.  They need us to do registration through the website and then SHA will individually send a unique coupon for each flex pass.  

· Rep teams all get flex packs.

· Sarnia Hockey Day will be a reduced ticket rate.  Have to register through our website for this.
ALLIANCE HOCKEY DIGITAL NETWORK:

· At the June AGM, the Alliance Reset Committee provided a presentation regarding the various action items.
· One of these action items was the implementation of the Alliance Hockey Digital Network that would provide quick and easy access to member information on minor hockey association websites.

· SportzHeadz developed the digital network and Alliance will manage the links and update them to sync with current events/items throughout the season.  Quick link examples include Team Officials Resources, Championships, Tournaments etc.

· This will help in improving communication.

ALLIANCE RETIREMENT ANNOUNCEMENT:

· Alliance Hockey has announced the retirement of Tony Martindale, Executive Director in December 2023.

SHA SKILLS DIRECTOR VACANCY:

· Skills Director Joe DiCocco had to step down due to personal reasons. 

· We will post all available Board positions on SHA website.

SCREENING CHECKS FOR BOARD MEMBERS:
· Missing 2 police documents and 2 CODF’s from Board Members.

· The deadline for completion of Screening documents for rep teams is September 1.  

· Out of 46 A/AA coaches/on ice staff only 16 are complete and 30 not completed (36% complete).  

· Email was sent out on June 1 identifying what documents were missing.

· On Sept 1 we will suspend coaches and on ice staff if not complete.

· Out of 54 B/BB coaches/on ice staff,  37 complete and 17 not completed (69% complete).
