	REGISTRATION:
	REGISTRATION UPDATE:
· With the mandate regarding vaccination, numbers will be changing as we expect further withdrawals.
· Registrar was inundated with phone calls and emails from parents.  A lot of players that are withdrawing are under 12 as parents are not vaccinated.

· We will reopen registration for a few days to try to fill spaces.  We have spots in U6 now so will go back to those players that are on waiting list.

· We may need to delay games for a week for Rec to further organize to ensure that we have coaches/refs in place.  Practices will proceed in those time slots.
· We did originally have 970 registered but will wait to see fall out with vaccine mandate.


	REC VICE CHAIR


	REC TEAMS:
· Discussion regarding over aged players as some Associations are wanting 2004 aged players to be allowed to play this year since they lost their last year due to the Pandemic.
· However, there is no way to get them rostered through Hockey Canada.

· We would have 21-year old’s playing with 16-year old’s in our Association which is not ideal due to the age gap.

· There is no advantage to our Association and there are men’s league teams they can play in.

· Alliance is allowing this; however, we will not be planning to have over aged players in our Recreation Division.


	REP VICE CHAIR

	U15 MD:
· There is little possibility of generating a U15 MD team as U15 registration is 54 total.  This would leave too few players in Rec.  There is 24 players at U15 tryout.  With combining U14 and U15, we barely have enough so there will not be a U15 MD team this season.
· At that age group there may be players who work part time so worry about having enough players.

· We can look at doing a U15 Select Team.

· Our policy indicates that we have a minimum number of players prior to having a Select Team.  We could have an exemption to the policy with justification.  

· Linda Lauzon to let the Alliance know the decision.

U10 MD:
· In U10 there is enough players and we have a coach applicant for this age group so U10 MD will proceed.



	A/AA DIRECTOR
	· U15 Coach is asking for the ability to have U14 players who were cut to have the opportunity to try out for U15 A/AA team.  

· Only concern with allowing U14 players to try out for U15 would be whether this would affect the U14 MD team and therefore penalizing that team.

· Another concern is risk of injury for U14 players playing against U15 players. There is a clear definition of growth within these age groups.  

· U15 age group – those cut have the option to try out for a BB Centre around us ie Mooretown, Petrolia or Lambton Shores.  Qualification to do a Reverse NRP but in this case, since there may not be an MD team you would be eligible.

Motion Defeated with 2 abstained
· Coach also asking if there is not a U15 MD team could he use that ice to further evaluate players.
· There is a roster deadline so we can’t extend tryouts.  OHF has dictated 7 days.  Chair to reach out to Alliance to check to see if we can extend due to the situation.  Looking at 1 extra day. 

RETURNING NRP PLAYERS:

· There are U14 players who have played with us from other years and are trying out again.

“That SHA allow any returning NRP’s who have played for SHA in past years be eligible to play for the 2021/22 season.” (M. Madere/L. Smith-Taylor)

· NRP’s for U12 and above is only allowed at A/AA level.  Policy is teams are allowed to bring 3 players outside of the Sarnia region.  In the past, it allowed OMHA centres that have players to play at a higher level. Our current policy is players only from Lambton County.  

· London is not accepting NRP’s this year so that is why we are getting more requests. 

MOTION #210922-005
“That SHA amend the current NRP policy to add that if a team has not filled the allotted 3 NRP players, they are permitted to add 3 NRP’s from an adjacent centre.” (Douglass/Pendle)

Carried with 1 opposed
· U18 division is having difficulty with numbers.  It is common through Alliance and OMHA and there was question as to whether we could increase number of NRP players. 

· OMHA program is set at 3 NRP and the only way to increase is to get permission from Executive Director from OMHA.  

· Only way it would work if an OMHA centre around us folded.  Tony Martindale would have to reach out to OMHA if we didn’t have the number of players.  

· Lesley Smith-Taylor to reach out to our surrounding centres and we believe that 1 team has folded their U18 program.  Tony Martindale can then start to have those discussion with OMHA.

· Currently there are 10 skaters and 7 goalies trying out.

COVID VACCINATION MANDATE:
· Board members to import their vaccination record through SHA website.

· There is a blue banner at the top.  It automatically takes you to the site.  Chair is the only person seeing this information.

· Tryouts went relatively well having over age 12 vaccinated as well as coaches.  This will carry on through October 31 where you have to be fully vaccinated. Chair to keep monitoring.

· Provincial Mandate – City has hired Security staff.  Requirement is any player age 12 and above is required to be double vaccinated to enter the arenas.  The Alliance policy is still in effect and is on top of the Provincial mandate.

· Facilities around the province will have varying requirements either equal to the Province or above.  If you go to the Alliance website there is a news article on the side regarding facility guidelines.  There is a list of every City and their facility requirements.  They may be different.  Hamilton has said they will only accept a medical exemption from a physician.  Certain facilities aren’t accepting Alliance exemptions.
