	TREASURER’s REPORT
	· Balance at end of October 2021 is $908,165.67.
· Only 8 rep teams applied for loans.  6 of the 8 were A/AA teams and 2 MD teams.  Due to fall tryouts, teams probably relied on parent collection of funds.
· All of the teams that received funds were able to receive them by Electronic Fund Transfers. We should be able to receive these funds back electronically as well.

· It was noted that there is a substantial cost at allowing EFT for team accounts.  Could Scotia Bank allow SHA to own portable accounts that won’t cost the teams so much money in fees.

· One glitch for EFT is that the accounts are two to sign but more investigation required.

· At rep council meeting last week, the Alliance issued a bulletin regarding violations of protocols sent out in the OHF Return to Hockey.  Any violation of these protocols will result in suspension of head coach for 2 games with further discipline to be determined by local Association and or Alliance.

· Our Board of Reference would be the committee should there be an infraction.

· There were a couple of incidents at arenas where parents forced themselves past security and refused to wear masks.  At Clearwater, a Board member was there, and police had to be involved.  There will be follow up.  This was a younger team.

· SHA needs to be up front with our position that we won’t tolerate this behaviour and any indiscretions will be reviewed under Board of Reference for disciplinary action.

· Any incident involving a visiting team, the incident will be communicated back to their home Association.

· City has directed security staff to not challenge violators and just attempt to obtain name.  In this instance, we provided information to the City and they deal with it.
· If a family travels outside of the country with children under 12, what is the requirement of the player upon returning to Canada.  On the Canada website , those that are fully vaccinated don’t have to quarantine.  At the Border, the Border has the option of having you test on the spot or take home a portable kit that you send in.  If you are under 12 and not required to vaccinate you must maintain a list of contacts and where visited, wear a mask and monitor for signs and symptoms.  If under 12, you cannot attend school, camp or day care or long term care facility etc.  You can’t travel on public transportation or in large crowded settings such as amusement parks or sporting events.  So unvaccinated child under 12 can’t participate in hockey.

· ACTION ITEM:  This needs to be put on our website so parents are aware.
