	REP VICE CHAIR

	· Our current try out policy 3.03.05-6 states “All candidates are guaranteed at least one (1) tryout at the highest level with a total of four tryouts before being released to House League.”
· There is discussion about reducing this to 3 tryouts.  This is normal for Alliance teams.  Pathways suggests minimum of 3.
· OHF has also mandated that we have 7 day tryouts which makes doing 4 tryouts difficult.

· Working on Recreation practices and games.

· Will be adding global notes for blackout dates and other information pertaining to ice slots.

	BB – BODY CHECKING:

· Discussion about approaching the Alliance about BB moving to body checking.

· BB Coaches were surveyed and they want to get out of non-body checking division and into a checking division.
· Leaving BB in a non-body checking league makes it difficult to jump to divisions at certain ages.

· First step would be to take this to Alliance Rep Council, but wants backing of the SHA board first.

· We do lose a few players in U14, U15 and U16 because of non-body checking.  If  they get released from AA they go to BB and then can go for reverse NRP.  If they use the phrase they want body checking they can be released to go and play in the OMHA.  We do lose players and so far, we have lost 2 players.
· Our BB teams also struggle to find tournaments that are non-body checking.

· This affects U14 and above.

· If it is passed at Rep Council it would go to Alliance AGM for vote.

· This also affects Affiliated Players.  They don’t hit in BB so hard to jump to AA.

· Will also poll players regarding their thoughts on body checking.
