	TREASURER’S REPORT


	· Report was provided by Treasurer and read out by Meeting Chair.
· 1. Rep Team bank account set up is progressing. Assistant Treasurer provided a report and indicated he is waiting on fall tryout teams and most spring teams are in place or soon to be.
· 2. Team loans are being sent out as requested. Due to the number of requests received this week, payments are being sent across multiple days to support several teams at once (constrained by daily transfer limits).

· 3. Cousi Golf Tournament – July 26 th @ St Clair Parkway. Registration is significantly lower than in prior years (unsure why), but there’s a gap of 8 teams the committee is hoping to fill. Anyone interested in golfing or helping connect with potential sponsors, please let Emily Brown know. We have enough volunteers to run the event. All proceeds are expected to come to SHA for player assistance funding and to support our goalie development (team practice support and PD day clinics). If there are any ideas for a guest speaker at Cousi Golf Tournament please pass these along to Emily.
· 4. Reminder that any volunteers incurring expenses for police cheques or certification can be reimbursed by SHA. Receipts / proof of payment should be sent to SHA Treasurer via sarniahockeytreasurer@gmail.com.

· 5. Financial report as at May 31, 2025 notes:

· a. Registration revenue is coming in steadily. Some questions are being asked about ‘regular registration’ fees for rep players, but no concerns, just confusion.

· b. Silver Stick deposits are coming in and reflected on the Tournaments revenue line.

· c. Negative revenue on Tryout/Prep Ice line represents refunds to those that registered for A/AA and B/BB but made a team at a higher level (some went to AAA, some signed at A/AA but also registered for B/BB).

· d. Ice costs and Jamboree expenses were from tail end of 2024-25 season but paid in May.
