	· Financial Statement to the end of June 2025 was sent out to the SHA Board via email.

· We will post on SHA website advising that the late fee starts as of August 2.
· Registrar will send out information on those willing to volunteer to the Rec Directors.
· OPP indicates that there is a three month wait for VSC’s currently.

· U9 – discussion about how many players per team.  Budgeted 8 teams of 19.  We have enough ice for 10 teams but may have to order additional jerseys.

· Could look at doing team parity in U9.  Rosters lock on January 10 so need to be cognizant of that.


	VICE-PRESIDENT REPRESENTATIVE TEAMS

	REP COUNCIL MEETINGS:
· Two meetings occurred over the last few weeks.  Ice Scheduler and SHA President attended the meetings.  A number of items were discussed:
OHF BULLETIN -SPRING/SUMMER PROGRAMMING:
· OHF Bulletin was released on Spring and Summer Program Sanctioning that sets framework for what Minor Hockey Associations can do following spring tryouts with key dates identified.
· From the end of spring evaluation, teams can focus on skill development up until June 30.
· From July 1 to Aug 10, no sanctioned programming is permitted for insurance coverage.

· There were some teams that wanted to do fundraising, but the direction from Alliance is teams cannot do it.  Fundraising can occur as a private individual, but not as a team of Sarnia Hockey.
· If rent ice, teams would have to request additional insurance.

· From Aug 11-29, non-team-based skill development is allowed through HCR.  

· From Aug 22-29, team building is permitted but no exhibition games are permitted.

· Associations must have approved roster.

· From August 30-Sept 1, no sanctioned programming is allowed.
· Sept 2 is the beginning of development phase for U8-U18.  Fall tryouts can start.  Prep skates can be run during the first week.

· AAA U18 tryouts will start and then SHA will do U18 AA tryouts when those are complete.  We like to wait until Junior Camps are complete.

· This information has been sent out to the Rep Directors but can also go out on SHA web as a news item.

SPORTS PAY:
· For 2026/27 season, Hockey Canada will have a  single pay provider, and it is Sports Pay.  SHA has used Sports Pay for a few years. 

CONCUSSION PROTOCOL MANAGEMENT:

· Question to Associations regarding who is using 3rd party for collection of data for Concussion Protocol Management.  There doesn’t appear to be an interest and players/parents want to use their own physician or professionals in their local area.  Each Association handles it themselves.  Injury report goes to Alliance and then it is forwarded to Hockey Canada.  SHA requires a doctor’s note for return to play.  Form needs to be completed by Physician.  Best to take form to be completed at the time of injury.  We encourage trainers to have the forms with them so they can be given to injured player/family.

· Purpose is to protect players down the road, so it is important to have the injury documented at the time it occurred.  

· SHA wants form completed and returned within 24-48 hours after the injury occurred.  Hockey Canada deadline is 90 days after injury.

· It was suggested to also put forms in the Recreational mailbox for easy access to Rec coaches/trainers.  

· The Injury form also get attached to player’s profile in HCR.

· If players’ own insurance doesn’t cover treatment, Hockey Canada will cover it. 

AA SEEDED PLAYDOWNS:

· In previous years Associations were not allowed to schedule games during March Breach in U 10 and U11.  This has been removed due to time crunch in getting games completed. 

· For a few teams, their regular season was over at end of February and if they lost their first round their season was done.  This year, if lose in the first round, teams go into the consolation round.  The intent is to keep players on the ice for as long as we can before spring tryouts.   It was a lot of down time for players before tryouts if they were out too early.

· They will play on until third week in March.

· Split dates were decided and how split would occur.  There were a lot of discussions.

· In BB – split dates were decided.  In U18 – option to play east west instead of playing everyone.  East/west option was voted down.

· All the dates are set.  Game scheduling will start at the end of July.




	ICE DIRECTOR 

	· Calendars will start to be populated.  Blackout dates were populated.
· Sting games entered as practice ice may be impacted.

· 11 rep teams have provided info on tournaments.  U10B, U12B, U13B, and U18 A need to send in their tournament information including sanction number.  Vice President Admin will follow up.

· Reminder to rep teams that they must adhere to the tournament policy.  Teams can only have 4 black out weekends.  

· Ice Scheduler is asking teams to not have back-to-back tournaments. It could lead to teams having weeknight games out of town.

· If coaches want to do double headers or stay overnight and do two games out of town let Ice Scheduler know as soon as possible.

· Rep Vice President will advise coaches of this.
