· Registration in U11, U13, and U15 is lower than last year. 

· Over the past week, there has been an increase in those divisions.

· We did a FB boost, and we are starting to get more emails before the deadline.
· Registrar completed 85 proof of addressed/birth certificates for new registrants.’

· Just waiting for some to be approved as well as residential moves.

· Volunteer registration is at145 currently.

· The list of volunteers was sent to the Rec Directors.  

· Currently we have a surplus of goalies in U16/18 for 6 teams.  We may be able to get goalie relief if needed.

· Rec Director for that division to work with Alliance around goalie relief.  If goalies are willing to play U15 again, we need to work with Alliance so that they aren’t restricted from playing tournaments or Championships.

· Rec Directors to encourage anyone who signed up to volunteer to register as a volunteer so that their names can go on a roster and that they can either get a VSC or do the declaration.

· Registrar indicated the plan to do the same Google docs as last year of all the coaches and their certification/VSC status.




	ICE DIRECTOR 

	· SHA President provided report in Ice Scheduler’s absence.

· PASA closed due to flooding after recent storm.  Starting to make ice again so PASA may be able to re-open next week.
· Starting next week, the Ice Scheduler starts AA scheduling for U10-U16 teams.  After Labour day BB and MD scheduling will occur.

· As we are the furthest city, we start the scheduling first with the furthest team away from Sarnia.


	SELECT DIRECTOR


	FIRST SHIFT PROGRAM UPDATE:

· This program is run by Bauer and the NHL Players Association and was initiated for children who have never played hockey before and to introduce them to the sport of hockey.  There is a nominal fee and Bauer provides the equipment.  Volunteers are outfitted through Bauer.  
· They have specifications on how we run the program. We try to do it in the fall, so we have the option to add players to our Association.  
· It is a 6-week program.  We have to offer same time and day for the 6 weeks.  They provide the drills.  We provide the cost of ice.  We do get quite a few players into our Rec leagues after they complete the program.
· 17 players registered currently.
· Need link for registration to go on SHA Website.
· Need to work directly with First Shift people to get the registration link and also reach out to local Associations and Sarnia Girls’ Hockey as well.

· Jump Start uses a different link.
· First session starts Nov 27.


	SKILLS DIRECTOR


	· Prep stakes for U8/9 was capped at 58 last year.  Discussion about capping at 40 for this year.
· Prep skates will occur during the first week of September.

· Skills Director is working with Ice Scheduler to firm up ice times.

· Have 3 bids out currently for local providers to do the prep skates.

· Skills Director to review the selection with Vice-President Administration first.

· The successful candidate – 3rd party to SHA still have to register their VSC through OHF for a separate portal for HCR.    


	NEW BUSINESS
	QUESTIONNAIRE REGARDING REGIONAL LEAGUES :

· A questionnaire was sent out by Alliance regarding regional leagues.  It will also be sent to the membership by OHF.  Board members may get surveys.  
· Another survey out today to Presidents from Alliance regarding feedback to OHF on player movement.  Disagree or agree and any changes Associations want to see as well as what Association felt were problems or restrictions.  

· SHA will revisit the restrictions every year.

· There is an initiative to set up some interlock games at A level with OMHA and these games would count towards standings, however this is still at the draft stage.
